Top 10 finish for Nicky Pastorelli

After a very good fourth place in yesterday’s Qualifying race, Nicky Pastorelli and his team mate Dominik Schwager once again finished in the top 10. In the Championship Race of the FIA GT1 in Brno (CZ) they finished 7th.

Nicky Pastorelli started the #38 Lamborghini Murciélago LP670 RS of the All-Inkl.com team from 4th position but soon worked his way to third. After pole sitter Andrea Bertolini was given a stop and go penalty because of a false start, Pastorelli moved up to second.

Just before the opening of the window for pitstops, a safety car was brought in and all competitors entered the pitlane at the same time for the compulsory driver and tyre change. So did Pastorelli. His teammate Dominik Schwager took over but because of many cars in the pitlane he joined the race in 5th position.

The next 25 minutes Schwager held off the two pursuing Maserati’s #1 and #2 of the Vitaphone Race Team. Unfortunately just a couple of laps before the finish he had to let the two cars pass. He finished the race in 7th place. The race was won by the #5 Ford GT of Grosjean en Mutch.

Pastorelli: “After yesterday’s succes we realy wanted another top 5 finish. I am dissapointed that this did not happen though 7th is not bad. We will do some serious testing in the next couple of weeks to finetune the car. We now know what the car is able to do and are even more motivated then before.”
