For the second time this season Nicky Pastorelli will drive the Lamborghini Murciélago LP670 RS of the German ALL-INKL.COM Muennich Motorsport team. This coming weekend (1 and 2 May) the FIA GT1 World Championship will visit the renewned circuit of Silverstone (UK).

Pastorelli: “Because of the vulcano eruption on Iceland, all who particpated in the races in Abu Dhabi had trouble leaving the Emirates. I arrived on Friday, 5 days later than planned, at Schiphol airport. Luckily the race in Silverstone will go ahead, as the SRO Motorsports Group (the organisers) did everything they could to get all the cars to Europe.”

About the circuit of Silverstone, Pastorelli says: “The circuit has been renewed in some places, so I am very curious and looking forward to drive there again. The last time I raced there was in 2005 when I was testdriver for the Jordan Formula 1 team. We are the first series to compete on the New Grand Prix Circuit.”

For this coming weekend Pastorelli comments: “After the dissapointing races in Abu Dhabi we did a lot of work on the car. So this weekend we will see if all these changes will bring us the result we hope for.”
