Nicky Pastorelli FIA GT1 Silverstone Race Report 

Sunday, May 2nd, 2010

Nicky Pastorelli once again shared the # 38 Lamborghini Murciélago LP670 RS of the ALL-INKL.COM Muennich Motorsport team with team mate Dominik Schwager in the second race of the season of the FIA GT1 World Championship at Silverstone (UK).

It was Pastorelli who started in the first test session on Friday. When team mate Schwager took the car from Pastorelli it developed an engine problem which prevented Schwager from finishing the session. The team needed time to solve the problem so they could not participate in the Pre Qualifying session in the afternoon.

Saturday May 1 
Weather: dry and sunny

On Saturday Pastorelli’s team mate Schwager started the Qualifying session.

Pastorelli said about the Qualifying: “Every race it is either me or my team mate who starts the Qualifying session and this weekend it was Dominik’s turn. But because we had very little time in the car yesterday, the race set up was difficult to find and we finished last in the first Qualifying period.”

So Pastorelli started the Qualifying Race from the back of the grid in 23rd place. On the first lap Pastorelli overtook nine cars and stayed in 14th place till lap 7. He then had to come in for an extra pitstop because of a problem with the front splitter. When he rejoined the race he fell back to the 20th position. 

Pastorelli commented on his stint: “The car felt realy good and I could easily overtake. I thought I had a flat tyre, but it turned out to be a problem with the front splitter. Very unfortunate but I am very optimistic for the race tomorrow.”

Sunday May 2 
Weather: cloudy but dry

In the morning the track was still wet from the rain which fell in the night. During the warm up Pastorelli posted the 10th time and was happy with the set up of the car.

The Championship Race went well for car #38. Pastorelli and Schwager started from 20th position and finished 14th. Pastorelli comments: “The race went well. The car was good, pitstop and driver change went well. Starting from 20th position you just have to drive a faultless race which both Dominik and I did. So I am happy with the result.”
